• MAST tournaments are open to all USBC certified bowlers. 
• A one-time $10.00 tour membership is required. 
• Bring a new bowler to an event, receive $5.00 cash. See website for details. 
• Entry fee for each event is $60.00:  $41.00 prize, $12.00 lineage, $7.00 expenses. 

• House entries available for $41.00 – no membership fee.  See reverse for details. 
• Competitors earn points based on overall finish in each event. The top 40 comprise the exempt field for 
the Year End Championship tournament.  Minimum five tournament participation required. 

• The top ten points for the season will receive a cash prize. 
• Prize list, based on 64 competitors, with no additional prize money (Payout ratio minimum 1:4): 

 Champion : $512.00 � Runner-up : $256.00 � Final Four : $192.00 � Final Eight : $144.00 � Top 16 : $112.00  

• Prize money increases with ball raffle proceeds, sponsorships, and proprietor discounts.

House Bowler Program Rules: 
 

• You must be a current league member in the participating host center. 
• You cannot have been a member of the MAST tour the previous season. 
• You may only participate in one event per season; otherwise tour membership will be required. 
• Fill out this entry form and bring it with your $41.00 reduced entry to the MAST event in your center. 

• Verification of CURRENT league participation in the host center is required, such as a league standings 
sheet. 

• House entries cannot be combined with other discount offers, such as Bring-A-Buddy. 
 

 
Reduce the Cost Even More -  Run a Sweeper during league play: 
 

Use your league scores to award a MAST tournament entry. 
 
Format ideas: 

 

• High Series.  The bowler with the highest series (scratch or handicap, you choose) wins a MAST entry. 
 

• High Game.  The bowler with the highest game (first, second, third, or overall) wins a MAST entry. 

 
• Survivor / Eliminator.  The bowlers with the highest league games, each game, survive.  The remainder 
of the entrants are eliminated.  For example if you had seven entrants, you could eliminate the bottom 
two scores after the first and second games and have a three-way roll-off for the entry in your third 

league game.  High third game among the survivors wins an entry. 
 

• With league sweeper entry fees of $6.00, you would only need seven entrants to generate enough money 
to award a bowler in your league a MAST House Bowler entry. 

• With league sweeper entry fees of $7.00, you would only need six entrants. 
• With league sweeper entry fees of $10.00, you could even offer a little prize money!
